-JULY IS FOR HOUSE HUNTING

We all spent a great deal of time in July looking for
permanent housing, and by the end of the month we all
found an apartment or house that will serve as home for (at
least) the next five years. Our team is spread throughout
the east side of Vienna giving each family a unique sphere of
influence. Hopefully, this will benefit us as we begin our
ministry here by connecting us with a greater number of
people than otherwise. While house hunting in Vienna was
not without its challenges, all are very pleased with their

living quarters, and we all are excited to settle in.
-AUGUST IS FOR PAPER WORK

Moving to another country involves a great deal of
paperwork more annoying and time consuming than any of
the Vienna mission team anticipated. It isn’t just a matter of
doing paperwork, but also it is a matter learning how to do
paperwork. It is a matter of learning the policies and
procedures of another country and that takes time.

The members of our team have opened an Austrian bank

account, registered with the Austrian government, the
U.S. Embassy, and those with dogs were required to
register their pets with the City of Vienna. Also, each
family shipped a number of items from the U.S. and
moving those things through Austrian customs involved a
great deal of paperwork, as well as a great deal of

There is still paperwork to be done as we are in the process
of applying for a permanent residency visa. Under our
current visa, we must leave the country every 90 days.
Once leaving Austria, we may re-enter the country after
having our passports stamped. While this is not a difficult
obstacle to overcome, it will be better in the long run if we
are able to secure a long-term visa. Your prayers on this

matter are very much appreciated.

They also have some
kids classes depending on availability of teachers. Each of the
four families will be visiting these congregations throughout
our time of language study, and meeting together as a team
for worship as well. At this time at least one family has been
to each of these congregations and began the process of

building trust and encouragement for our respective works.
